    The ABC’s of Advertising 
 
After you have read your book, you will make a poster to advertise it to 
potential readers.

A—adjectives 

 Use adjectives to give details and interest to your book advertisement  
           Without giving away the complete story line. Consider telling about an  
  Interesting event or character. 
 

B---basics 
 Include in your advertisement basic information such as the title of  
  The book, the author’s name, your name, and a short paragraph to  
 Entice someone to read the book. 
 

C—color 

 The use of color and design is important to draw attention to your  
    Poster. Illustrations are the best eye-catchers.
