Members in Attendance:  Neel Bennett, Kelly Forehand, Wade Rinehart, Chuck Tucker Waylon Thomspon; Board attorney Tim Sloan and CEO Dr. Tim Kitts were also present.
Meeting was called to order at 4:00pm by Chuck Tucker.  

Chuck Tucker explained points of order.  He noted that there are 4 seats up for election.  Of those 4 seats, one is a teacher nominated seat.  The other seats up for reelection are that of Scotti Haney, Sandy Porter, and John Meyer.  

Chuck Tucker explained that the committee will start with the Teacher nominated seat that is currently held by Karen Brown.  There are 3 nominees for this seat.  The committee will first vote on the Teacher nominated seat and will nominate 2 people for this seat.  For the other Board seats, there will be at least 2 nominees for each board seat.
Wade Rinehart led us in Prayer.

Waylon Thompson led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Tim Sloan noted that there had been an ethics complaint filed in regards to having an employee from another school serving on the Bay Haven Board of Directors.  An e-mail was then received by another Board member who brought it to Tim Sloan’s attention and Tim Sloan announced that Karen Brown will not be seeking reelection.  Tim Sloan then also explained that the Board might have an ethical dilemma if a Bay Haven employee’s spouse serves on the Board.  He recommended that the Bay Haven Board look at the bigger picture with regard to conflict of interest laws.
Tim Kitts noted that he didn’t have information with regards to spouses resigning their positions at Bay Haven if the other gets elected to the Board.  The employees affected would be Laura Swindler and Margie Garcia.  Laura Swindler told the Nominating Committee that she would not resign her position at Bay Haven so she asked that Ralph Swindler’s name be removed from the list of nominees.  It was noted by Sharon Baskevic that Margie Garcia would not resign her position at Bay Haven.  The Nominating Committee removed Ralph Swindler and Manuel Garcia from the list of nominees.

It was noted that there are no rules set out in the Bylaws on how to conduct the Nominating Committee meeting.  It will be conducted as it has in the past.  
Wade Rinehart asked about the conflict of interest laws.  He wanted to know if it would be conflict of interest if Chuck Tucker were elected to the County Commission and served on the Bay Haven Board of Directors.  He wanted to make sure that the Board was above reproach.  Tim Sloan said that he has researched fact patterns regarding the ethics complaint but the fact patterns were not the same.  There are no opinions that have the same facts.  Tim Sloan said that he will seek a formal opinion from the Attorney General.  Wade Rinehart said the issue was if you could serve two masters.  Tim Sloan explained that the complaint is one direction but there is no precedent.  He said that he would ask the question to the ethics committee and will formalize an opinion.

There was public input before the Nominating Committee cast their votes. A teacher stood up and said that an ad hock committee of teachers came together and wanted to make a statement.  She said that this committee felt that a Bay District employee should not serve on the Bay Haven Board of Directors.  A PTSP member then presented the board with the following information:  A letter was sent out to all parents stating the nominating and election process.  It also asked the parents for comments on what qualities they would like to see in a Board member.  The PTSP member stated that the majority of parents wanted Board members elected that already had children here, members that did not work at another school, Board members that would volunteer at the school, Board members that would participate in most school functions, and Board members readily available to listen to parents.  Another teacher then stated that Karen Brown has done a phenomenal job on the Board and there was no conflict of interest.

The Nominating Committee then proceeded to cast their votes for the Teacher Nominated Seat.  The Nominating Committee chose Scott Reeve and April Brooks to be on the ballot for the Teacher nominated seat.  The Nominating Committee then cast their votes on the candidates they would put on the ballots for the at large positions.    The Nominating Committee chose Curt Molander, Mike Pledger, and Mark Graham as the nominees.
Dr. Kitts explained to the Nominating Committee that the next step was to put those candidates on the ballot with the incumbents.  Neel Bennett asked that they put three names on the white board with Scotti Haney being #1, John Meyer being #2, and Sandy Porter being #3 and then the committee have the 3 candidates on a piece of paper and number those candidates with who they wanted to see on the ballot with the incumbents.  The Nominating Committee agreed to this.  It was decided that the first ballot would be Scotti Haney and Curt Molander.  The second ballot would be John Meyer and Mark Graham.  The third ballot would be Sandy Porter and Mike Pledger.  The Teacher nominated seat ballot would be Scott Reeve and April Brooks.

Kelly Forehand then announced that the Gala preparation was in full swing.  The date is May 1st.

Meeting was adjourned at 4:54.
